Letter from the President
Hello Kittery Land Trust Members,

It must be all the rain
we’ve had this year that is
responsible for the amazing
growth of my garden, and
perhaps for the large and
aggressive mosquitoes as
well.  Your friendly neigh-
borhood Land Trust also has
a bumper crop of exciting
new developments that

you’ll read about in this newsletter. We
owe this recent spurt of growth to our
hard-working Board members, to our in-
vigorating association with the Mt.
Agamenticus Conservation Initiative and,
who knows, maybe to the rain, too.

But, before you read on, I’d like to point
out three interesting KLT developments
that seem very different, but that each
illustrate the creative and vibrant energy
with which the Trust approaches its mis-
sion. As you know, KLT is primarily a land
management organization that also offers
conservation options to interested land-
owners. One example is July’s unanimous
decision of the membership to sell our
Campbell property to the Rachael Carson
Refuge. (We thank all who attended that
meeting and helped make that decision.)
Although in general we’d like to increase
our holdings, in this case the Campbell
grassy marshland will, in the long run, be
healthier and better cared for by the agency
that also manages 400-some acres nearby.

A second innovative example is in our
recent acquisition from CMP of two four-
acre backland parcels adjacent to our
Remick property. Through a series of cre-
ative negotiations involving town boards
and wetlands remediation, Board Member
Roger Cole solved a problem for CMP and
in return received the new property, a
stewardship fee and a Fernald Road access
area to Remick for future public use.

Finally, please note our fall lecture series
in cooperation with Kittery Adult Ed. A
better informed public fosters interest and
appreciation in the work of the Trust and
in the environmental health of Kittery.

One final thing. We plan to be just a
little more aggressive about encouraging
membership renewals this Fall, and you’ll
get details in the mail soon. In the mean-
time, the usual donation envelope is en-
closed, if you feel so inclined. Thanks for
your support.
